Å Apply for a maximum of five courses

ïMedicine, Veterinary Science and Dentistry (4 choices)

ï Can apply for either Oxford or Cambridge

Å Application fee

ï £13 for one choice

ï £24 two+ choices

Å Assess your ability to write effectively

ÅSo donôt try and write a novelé 



UCAS similarity detection service

ÅIt is a PERSONAL statement

ÅStatements checked against a library and web

ÅApplicants and Universities notified

ÅDecision taken by University

ÅDo you have evidence that you 

understand what is required to study the 

course?

ÅWhat are you currently studying or 

have studied?
